Customary Units of Capacity

Which is the most reasonable unit to measure the capacity of a bathtub: fluid ounces, pints, quarts, or gallons?


A bathtub holds a large amount of water. Fluid ounces, pints, and quarts are too small. So, the best unit to measure the capacity of a bathtub is gallons.

2.
Jorge is filling a drinking glass with water. Is the most reasonable capacity of the glass 16 fluid ounces, 16 pints, 16 quarts, or 16 gallons?


Use logic to eliminate choices that are not reasonable.

The water is a small amount. So, 16 pints, 16 quarts, and 16 gallons are too much. The most reasonable estimate for the capacity of the glass is 16 fluid ounces.
