Lesson 8-7

Choose a Strategy

Sally wants to buy a new snowboard. She has saved $32.56 and $21.79 so far from babysitting jobs. How much more money does she need to buy the snowboard if it costs $84.99?

Understand
You know that Sally has saved $32.56 and $21.79 and that the snowboard costs $84.99. You need to know how much more money Sally needs.

Plan

Break the problem down into two parts to solve a simpler problem.

Solve

First, find how much money Sally has saved.




$32.56 + $21.79 = $54.35.




Then, find how much money she still needs. Subtract $54.35 from $84.99.




$84.99 – $54.35 = $30.64




So, Sally still needs to save $30.64.

Check
Look back at the problem. $30.64 + $32.56 + $21.79 = $84.99, so the answer is correct.
